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How to find us

Windsor Great Park Environmental Centre
The Great Park, Windsor, SL4 2BY (nearest postcode)
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Windsor Great Park Environmental Centre is located within The Great Park, just off the A332
between Windsor and Ascot.

a By road: Windsor Great Park can be accessed at Forest Gate off the A332 between Windsor and Ascot.
The what3words of Forest Gate is: ///noon.income.tend. You can also use the nearest postcode,
SL4 2BY, which takes you to Forest Gate Lodge (pink house) opposite the gate. When driving
from either direction on the A332, a white and black sign ‘Environmental Centre, 50m from the
junction, points towards Forest Gate. The gate will automatically open inwards. Once through
Forest Gate, follow Lime Avenue until you come to the public car park for the centre on your
left. Note there will be a private sign by Forest Gate. Please also note that entrance via Prince
Consort’s Drive is not possible, you must enter via Lime Avenue.

% By rail: Nearest railway stations are Windsor & Eton Central and Windsor & Eton Riverside, Ascot,
Virginia Water and Sunningdale. A taxi will be needed to complete your journey into the Park -
this usually takes around 15 to 20 mins depending on traffic.
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
