No experience necessary, but an interest in animal welfare is important. Training will be provided.

This is a solo role, so a willingness to carry out duties unsupervised is essential.

We are looking for someone to check the stock every Thursday, ideally in the morning, or at
lunchtime to give us time to respond should there be a problem.
